Variety Information 

Along with the variety descriptions in the main (German language) catalogue you will find the following 
additional information: The symbols of the various associations for example "Demeter" or "Bioland", 
indicate which organisation has certified the area of land on which the seeds were grown.  

Å  If no plant breeder is listed next to a variety, it means that it is no longer a protected 
variety maintained and cared for by members of the Biodynamic and Organic 
Vegetable Seeds Initiative Group.  

Å  If maintenance breeding is being carried out on biodynamic ground this is indicated 
by the abbreviation "b-d EHZ". If it is taking place on organic land the letters  
"b-o EHZ" are used. Varieties originating from biodynamic plant breeding are 
indicated by the Kultursaat logo.  

Å  The place of multiplication using a farm abbreviation is also given for each seed 
variety (in the German language catalogue). This is then explained on the farm profile 
pages of the German language catalogue.  

 All the seed multiplication takes place on organic land and as a rule on farms affiliated to one of the 
certification organisations. In exceptional cases we may offer seed for sale that has been grown to EU 
organic standards. All the varieties listed are open pollinated and some have been biodynamically 
bred.  
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Recommendations 

Since the use to which a particular variety may be put depends on a number of different factors such as 
growing methods or customer preferences, no limiting recommendations are given. Varieties which state 
"good for amateur gardeners" are recommended for the small, home or backyard gardener. The 
recommendation "for seedling plant production" is directed towards market gardeners who grow young 
plants for sale to amateur gardeners. 

Technically prepared seed 

Normal seed: The seed is cleaned and tested to meet all legal requirements as well as our own high 
quality standards. It is sold according to weight or number of seeds.  
Calibrated normal seed: The seed is sorted according to size (calibrated). We generally offer three sizes 
of seed S (small), M (medium) und L (large). The exact size indications are given in the price list in the 
German language catalogue. It is sold according to weight.  
Precision seed: The seed is calibrated and has a higher germination capacity than normal seed or 
calibrated normal seed. The minimum germination rate for precision seed is set according to variety. The 
indications are found in the variety section of the catalogue. It is sold per number of seeds.  
Seed Pellets: The seed is encased in a pellet (clay). This gives each seed the same size and form ï very 
useful when planting seeds singly. The pellet is naturally made and completely free of all chemicals.  
Seed strips / plates / discs / tape: Seed is laid out at defined distances between two sheets of special 
paper. The size of the strips, plates, discs or tape is given alongside each item in the price list.  

Quality tests 

Germination: Germination tests are carried out according to ISTA (International Seed Testing 
Association) guidelines. The germination capacity indicated on the packet is true at the point of sale.  
The actual results of our germination tests are published on our website: 
www.bingenheimersaatgut.de/kfinfo.php. Bingenheimer Saatgut AG sets its own minimum germination 
standards for each variety which is above the legally required minimum.  

Germination power / vigour test: This is in effect a stress test. The seedlings have to show strong 
growing power under challenging conditions. This test, developed for the different kinds of vegetables, is 
modelled on the so called "Maiskaltkeimtest in Ziegelgrusñ of the ISTA Standards.  

Plant health tests: Testing for seed borne diseases is undertaken in-house or in cooperation with the 
plant protection agency in Wetzlar and other institutes. Seeds can never be completely (sterile) free of 
fungus spores or other micro-organisms but if a significant number of pathogens are discovered in a 
seed lot, a warm water treatment is given. Only then if the treatment is shown to be successful, are the 
seeds offered for sale. The health of plants growing out on the field is however not only dependent on 
seed quality but on other factors too including environmental conditions, growing methods etc.  

Expectations as regards the external aspects of seed quality are continually increasing. We are able to 
meet these demands by regularly monitoring the quality of seeds in the warehouse so as to detect any 
decline in germination capacity at the earliest opportunity and remove the seeds from sale. 
Unfavourable weather conditions while the seed crop is developing can lead in an extreme case, to our 
quality standards not being met and the seeds not being sold. This will be indicated in the catalogue if 
the matter is known about before it goes to print.

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Pricing 

Common pricing structure: The 'Biodynamic Vegetable Seed Initiative Group' and 'Bingenheimer 
Saatgut AG' set themselves the goal of making biodynamic and organic seed widely available. The seed 
is produced on farms working to organic agricultural standards and to high seed quality requirements. The 
multiplication of seed must therefore be a secure and economically viable long term proposition for the 
farmers. On the other hand we need to offer our customers seeds at an attractive price. The Seed 
Initiative Group and Bingenheimer Saatgut AG are therefore in continuous dialogue about pricing and 
payment procedures and work on them together. 

Licenses: Where Bingenheimer Saatgut AG contracts members of the Seed Initiative Group to multiply 
patented varieties from other suppliers, it must pay a license fee to the breeders of those varieties. The 
license fee is a contribution towards the reimbursing of breeding costs.  

Variety Development Payment: For those varieties which have been registered in the name of 
Kultursaat e.V. we make a payment towards variety development. This applies to all varieties including 
those which are no longer protected. It is a payment towards the maintenance of a variety (maintenance 
breeding) and the development of new ones (plant breeding). These payments are taken into account 
when calculating the price of our seeds. Through buying the seed the user also participates in the 
maintenance and breeding of varieties. It has been agreed with Kultursaat that payments made towards 
maintenance breeding should be increased and extended in order to enable the association to 
undertake new and further plant breeding projects. 

Seed is Valuable 

Seed is much more than a means of production. It is the starting point for the creation of our food, and 
bears within it the whole stream of cultivated plant development from the past into the future. 
Maintaining it for the sake of future generations is one of our goals. The special quality of our seeds is 
achieved by producing, maintaining and developing them on organic and biodynamic farms affiliated to 
the òBiodynamic Vegetable Seed Initiative Groupò. 

Availability of Supply  

Availability: Because of the time needed to prepare and print the catalogue it may well be that not all the 
varieties have been tested at the time of going to press. Despite careful planning it may happen 
therefore that an advertised variety is not available after all. The entire stock is likewise dependent on its 
being suitable for sale - we hope you understand. 

Ordering 

Order forms are included with the catalogue. One form is for onion sets and garlic. We are happy to take 
your order without a form too by email, fax and of course by telephone. You will also find our German 
language online shop an easy way to order and one which allows you to see the current availability of 
seed. Just write the item number in the search field and you will be taken directly to the desired variety. 
Please note that it is generally only possible to order in the quantities given on the price list. For larger 
quantities please contact us. The delivery conditions are to be found at the end of the catalogue. The 
price list is to be found at the end of the German language catalogue.

Marona is a very early, long podded, round shaped variety. Climbs freely. Early high yielder. Suitable for 
indoor production and autumn planting. Produces good yields even in dry years. Pod lenth 17 ï 18 cm. 

G 125 Maxi 
Upright growth with pods hanging above the leaves (bell type). Pod length 18 ï 20 cm. The freely  
hanging round shaped pods are easy to pick. Maxi is early and produces a high yield. Earthing up is 
recommended.

Well proven mid-season variety. The pods are very smooth skinned. Pod length 16 ï 18 cm.  
Grows well even in in cool moist weather. Dark violet coloured bean seeds. Wade has a rich flavour. 

G 128a Cupidon 
Can be used as a fillet bean when young and as a normal French bean bean when mature. The pods 
develop partially over the leaves making harvesting easier. Pod length 16 ï 20 cm. Resistant to mosaic 
virus and pale spot blight. Cupidon has a delicate aromatic flavour. 

G 129 Caruso  
A good fillet bean. Pod length 17 ï 19 cm. High yields of very uniform beans. Resistant to mosaic virus 
and pale spot blight. 

G 145 Philetta 
A second early fillet bean. The strong upright stems benefit from being earthed up. Pod length 16 ï 19 cm. 
The thin pods are best harvested young and have a mildly sweet taste and a strong nutty aroma. 

G 146 Sanguigno 2 
Vigorous French bean with broad, flat, marbled, light green and red pods which turn green when cooked. 
Pod length 10 ï 15 cm. Healthy, robust and drought tolerant. A multi-purpose and vigorous variety suited 
to both amateur and market gardens. The provision of adequate growing space and earthing up is 
recommended. Very long harvest season. Can be used fresh in the pod, half ripe for the bean seeds or 
fully ripe as a dried bean. The aromatic pods remain tender and don't get stringy even when left too long 
on the vines. Exceptional flavour and easily digestible.

Leaves should be folded in prior to 
harvesting. Uniform harvest period. 8 ï 10 graded. An especially good flavour. 

G 201 Neckarperle   
Forms well rounded, finely structured and pure white heads which can be harvested over a long period. 
The strong leaves protect the developing flower head and can be easily folded in later. Not recommended 
for summer planting. Recommended for seedling plant production. Good for amateur gardeners. 

G 202 White Ball  NEW   
Vigorous mid to late season, autumn variety of medium size. Although somewhat slow growing at first 
they develop into strong plants. The harvesting period extends over one or two weeks. This variety forms 
firm, heavy medium to large sized, white, well rounded heads which are well covered. White Ball is 
therefore very frost resistant. There is virtually no premature flowering. The leaves are strong, green to 
grey-green in colour and with a bubbly slightly waxed surface. Good flavour and consistency. 

G 203 White Rock  
Vigorous mid to late autumn variety (ca 100 ï 110 days from planting to harvest, plant out from July for 
October harvest). Resistant and self covering. The medium sized yet heavy flower heads are creamy 
white, firm and of very good quality. 

CHINESE CABBAGE Brassica pekinensis L. 

G 240 Granat 
Forms tall, thin and closed heads. Sow mid July to beginning of August.  
Strong aromatic flavour with good consistency and hence suitable for steaming. 

WHITE CABBAGE Brassica pekinensis L.

G 212 Eersteling 
Vigorous, short stemmed pointed variety that grows fast. Can be grown from spring through to autumn. 
Also for early tunnel production. Firm compact heads with rounded points and a weight between 800 ï 
1000 g. The light green leaves have a tender consistency. Fine sweet cabbage flavour with no sharpness.

G 215 Donator 
Improved September variety. Forms well rounded heads with firm internal leaf layering. Excellent for 
slicing, produces huge yields. Flavour and internal quality is very good. Donator is the best variety for 
producing premium and tasty sauerkraut.

Firm, mid season, fine cabbage for slicing. Pointed and sugar rich head. It is particularly good tasting. 
Recommended for salad too.

G 218 Marner Lagerweiß  
The medium to large sized round and firm heads ripen very late. Medium to large semi upright leaves. 
Store well. 

G 219 Dottenfelder Dauer 
Vigorous, short stemmed variety with regular shaped surrounding leaves; dense, round to oval shaped 
head, short inner stem, stores well until January. Dottenfelder Dauer is good to eat and has a well round 
healthy flavour. Ideal for eating raw too. Average weight 1.5 kg. 

G 220 Türkis 
Vigorous storage variety with a flat oval shaped head and striking leaf veins. The leaves are strongly 
ribbed and very healthy. Depending on planting distance it tends to produce large heavy heads which 
store very well. 

G 221 Dowinda 
Vigorous, heavy yielding store cabbage. The leaves are covered with a thick wax layer. The dense, closed 
head is elliptical in shape and with a very short inner stem. The variety is ideal for storing. Similar in taste 
to Dottenfelder Dauer but with a somewhat lighter aroma and less sweet. 

RED CABBAGE Brassica oleracea convar. capitata var. rubra 

G 207 Amarant 
An early maturing red cabbage. Extremely short stemmed with horizontal leaves. Round medium sized 
heads. Can be harvested at the end of July from early plantings. A good delicate flavour. 

G 208 Topas 
An early maturing red cabbage. Needs more time to grow than Amarant. Medium long stem and upright 
leaves. Heads are heavier and suitable for short term storage. 

G 209 Granat 
A very quick growing yet good storing variety of red cabbage. Well ribbed healthy leaves. Produces good 
yields even in areas with a shorter growing season. Good uniform and easily cleaned heads. 

G 210 Rodynda 
Vigorous, short stemmed variety with a powerful root system and strong leaf growth. Dense, elliptical 
heads with a short inner stem. Short to medium term storage. Rodynda is sweet and aromatic, not strong 
in taste and with a good flavour. Suitable for eating raw. 

SAVOY Brassica oleracea convar. capitata var. sabauda 

G 214 Vorbote 3 
Earliest of the savoys useful for extending the range on offer in early and mid summer. Heads weigh  
0.5 ï 1 kg. Round to oval shape. Very good used freshly harvested from end of June to August.  
Well curled tender leaves, mildly aromatic taste. 

G 213 Smaragd 
Vigorous variety with medium to dark emerald green, strongly crinkled surrounding leaves. Firm round to 
oval shaped heads, medium sized inner stem. Keeps well till January. Developed from ñHammerò through 
many years of careful selection on the Fredeburg holding. Not an overwintering variety. Good and delicate 
flavour.

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G 223 Winterfürst 2 
Very late variety producing medium sized, finely wrinkled, firm, round to flattened shaped heads. Must be 
sown early (April) and starts developing its head very late (September ï October). Good keeping qualities. 
Also suitable as an overwintering savoy for harvesting in early spring.  
 

KOHLRABI Brassica oleracea var. gongylodes L. 

G 227 Azur Star 
The earliest and most beautiful blue outdoor variety. Can be grown in a heated or cold greenhouse, under 
plastic and the first outdoor sowings. For an autumn harvest sow until the end of July. Azur Star is bolt 
resistant, has a beautiful, slightly flattened, round, deep blue, delicate swollen stem on a long stalk. 
Leaves are medium sized, of average strength and with delicate leaf stalks. Very good flavour. 

G 228a Lanro 
 UNFORTUNATELY NOT AVAILABLE FOR THE 2012 GROWING SEASON! 

A well tried, white, round kohlrabi variety for early outdoor production as well as under fleece or plastic; 
withstands cold, frost resistant and bolt hardy. Latest autumn sowings until mid August. Tender stems 
which don't become woody even when over sized. Also suitable for large scale production and 
processing. 

G 229 Rasko 
 UNFORTUNATELY NOT AVAILABLE FOR THE 2012 GROWING SEASON! 

Kohlrabi for spring, early summer and autumn cultivation with a slightly elongated, well placed, round 
stem, semi erect leaves. Early to medium early maturing. Good amount of quality roots. Good uniform 
growth. Also suited for indoor production. Well balanced aromatic flavour with a good amount of 
sweetness.

Every lot of corn salad seeds and tested for seed boorne diseases Phoma und Peronospora val. (powdery 
mildew). If spores are discovered the effected lot is given warm water treatment. This ensures the 
destruction of infective spores. In addition germination tests are done to ensure the vigour of each seed 
lot. We therefore recommend that corn salad seed is ordered shortly before it is required. We are unable 
to guarantee however that a corn salad crop grown from our seeds will not be susceptible to mildew and 
Phoma. Such infections have many different causes such as cultivation methods, soil or climate.

Sowing time: April/Mai under glass; Germination temp. 22 °C

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G 277 Sugar Baby (Water melon) 
Sweet fruits with dark green skin and salmon coloured flesh, up to 3 kg in weight. Sow seeds mid April 
and plant out from mid May. Planting distance 1m x 1m, a soil covering with black mulching material will 
assist growth and ripening. Outdoor cultivation only possible in a warm climate, fruits can then be 
harvested from August, in polytunnel from mid July. Don't harvest too soon, only when the fruit stalk has 
dried out. Water melons can be stored for 8 to 10 days at a temperature of 8 ï10 °C. 

RIDGE CUCUMBERS Cucumis sativus L. 

G 170 Vorgebirgstrauben 
A cucumber for processing with many small, dark green fruits with firm flesh. Good for amateur 
gardeners. 

SALAD CUCUMBERS Cucumis sativus L. 

G 172 Helena 
Greenhouse cucumber. Forms long smooth fruit of mid to dark green colour. The variety has been bred in 
northern Germany and is well adapted to the conditions there. It is susceptible to scorching in hot 
situations, and therefore benefits from some shading. Slender cucumber of the Parthenocarp strain.  
When stressed it may produce some male flowers. Helena has a smaller nutrient requirement than usual. 
The fruits are of excellent flavour.  

G 176 Arola 
Arola is a mixed flowering slender cucumber with long, mid to dark green fruits, which are slightly prickly. 
It has a thicker skin than most slender cucumbers but can be enjoyed with its skin. Arola is a very resilient 
cucumber showing strong resistance to pests and disease and can therefore be harvested well into the 
autumn. Warning: The fruits form primarily on the side shoots! So don't pinch out the side shoots and only 
prune after the flower truss has formed. When they reach the top wire they can be thinned out by 
removing the spent vines. Training the side shoots upwards on horizontal wires (30 cm ï 40 cm apart) 
trellis fashion has been found very productive (hint from Piluweri garden). Arola is a real cucumber taste 
experience! The fruits have a rich, fresh, aromatic flavour. 

G 174 Tanja 
Good yielding, mixed flowering variety for open air cultivation (outdoor cucumber). The fruits are dark 
green when harvested young, slim and around 20cm ï 25cm long. Slightly prickly. Totally without 
bitterness. 

G 175 Persika 
Good yielding, mixed flowering salad cucumber with green short to medium long, smooth skinned fruits. 
Suited to both outdoor and greenhouse cultivation. Indoors the side shoots should be pruned when the 
second cucumber has formed. Should be harvested as short mini cucumbers, well suited as a break time 
snack in the office. Very good flavour, virtually no bitterness.  

Sowing time: Sow from mid February for planting out mid March in heated greenhouse ;

Open growth, generous and 
early fruit formation. Excellent addition for the market garden. The flesh has a fine consistency and is very 
tasty. 

G 450 Cocozelle de Tripolis  
Undemanding variety. Long, green, striped fruits. Good for amateur gardeners. 

G 451 Zuboda 
Non-trailing with green, slightly marbled, long fruits with a small seed cavity. Start harvesting six weeks 
after planting. Early and good cropper. 

G 254 Zappho (C. maxima) 
Although Zappho is botanically a squash, it can be used as a courgette. It is eaten with the skin too.  
The fruits should be harvested early with a diameter of 8 cm ï 10 cm and while still a pale green colour. 
The fruits are broad round and have yellow flesh. The plants don't trail but by autumn can be up to 1 m 
long. 

PEPPER Capsicum annuum L. 

 

G 299 Pantos 
Long shaped variety with pointed (ca. 20 cm long, 200 g heavy) large, gleaming dark green, late fruit that 
ripen to red. The variety is notable for its enormous growing power (an early planting at the end of March 
can by September grow 2.5 to 3 m tall) and its health. Very tolerant of earth borne diseases. Higher 
temperatures needed in the seedling stage than for other varieties. The thick walled, ripe, red fruits are 
very tasty and a real experience for the palate! Best enjoyed juicy, fresh and raw or as a vegetable 
paprika.

G 419 Tica 
Average vigour, medium early to early tomato variety with short internodes, for growing under glass. Fine 
flattened round and very firm fruits with bright red colour. Fruits 70 ï 80 grams. Good taste and balanced 
sugar/acid ratio. High yields close to those of F1 hybrids. Good for marketing on the truss.  
Tica is suited to all types of market, also for wholesale supply. Proven resistance: Fusarium oxysporum 
(Fol 0,1), Tomato mosaic virus (TMV 0, 1, 2), Verticillium. 

G 433 Ruthje 
Shiny, strong leaves with short internodes, good fruiting position, not suited for truss harvesting. Very 
bright red tomatoes, slightly heart shaped and with indentations round the stalk. Fruits weigh between 40  
and 55 g. Exceptionally good flavour that compares well with a good cocktail tomato. The firm fruits keep 
well on the plant and should be left to hang until fruits are fully coloured.

G 421 Moneymaker 
Recommended outdoor variety with red, medium sized fruits with no green edges. Suitable for all 
purposes.

G 428 Roma VF 
Old resilient variety with egg shaped fruits. Bush tomato with 4 - 5 fruiting stems. Recommended for 
seedling plant production.

G 429 San Marzano 
A robust indeterminate variety, with elongated fruits that are particularly suited for tomato sauce 
production. Recommended for seedling plant production. Good for amateur gardeners. 

G 430 Quadro 
Strong growing, largely blight resistant indeterminate tomato, high yielding and suitable for growing 
outdoors and under glass. The oval shaped fruits are particularly valuable for tomato sauce production.

Cherry Tomatoes 

G 434 Rotkäppchen 
Compact bush tomato with a relatively open growth habit and good tasting small round fruits. Fruits weigh 
approx. 40 g. Very good for balconies and containers. Pale coloured fruit that are not prone to splitting. 
With determinate bush types, the pinching out of side shoots though not essential, is nonetheless 
recommended. Recommended for seedling plant production. Good for amateur gardeners. 

Wild tomatoes Lycopersicon pimpinellifolium 

Wild tomatoes are less demanding that cultivated strains. Their nutrient demand is low. Too much compost and 
watering leads to strong leaf development and a reduction in fruit quality.  
They are much more resistant to leaf rot (blight) than the usual kinds of tomato and therefore grow well outside. 
They grow as bushes, the side shoots should be selectively pinched out and the plants tied up a bit. If the side 
shoots of a few plants are trained up a pole, their fruit will ripen earlier. Due to their vigorous bushy growth, the 
plants can be grown in many different ways. The plants can be allowed to grow freely to at least 1 meter in 
height. 

G 607 Golden Currant 
Golden yellow tomato with cherry sized, sweet and tasty fruits. Resilient outdoor variety. Early and high 
yielding. Can also be grown in large pots on the balcony or patio. Recommended for seedling plant 
production. Good for amateur gardeners. 

G 608 Rote Murmel 
Very sweet, red, tiny fruits. Almost as vigorous as the Golden Currant. It needs a continuous temperature 
of around 24 degrees for propagation. Recommended for seedling plant production. Good for 
amateur gardeners. 
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Aubergine Solanum melongena L. 

G 681 De Barbentane 
An open pollinated variety from France, with upright growth. Support is recommended. The fruits grow to 
around 20 cm to 25 cm long, have a long barrel shape and are dark to black in colour with a smooth, shiny 
skin. Seedlings need a warm environment to develop (germination temperature 20 ï 35 degrees). When 
the first flowers appear on the side branches, the main bud on the leader should be pinched out. This 
encourages the development of more flowers. Recommended for seedling plant production. Good for 
amateur gardeners. 

SWEET CORN Zea mays convar. saccharata L. 

G 455 Golden Bantam 
Golden Bantam is an old variety (around since 1902). It is a medium sweet variety of sweet corn. The 
cobs are of very good quality if harvested when milk ripe. The conversion of sugar to starch proceeds 
more rapidly after being picked than with the extra sweet varieties. It is therefore essential that cobs are 
consumed fresh and within a day of picking. Pleasant flavour, less sweet than the hybrids. Good for 
amateur gardeners. 

Sweet corn (Extra sweet) 

The world's first extra sweet open pollinated varieties. The process of transforming sugar into starch is  
(as with the so-called sh2 types) considerably slowed down. The three new varieties have a vigorous early 
development stage, are stable and robust. The cobs are large and regular. The plants have a medium to 
tall growth habit. The variation in height as compared to hybrids has no effect on the cob yield.  
An especially flavoursome taste with a considerable amount of sweetness. 
Growing suggestion: By sowing the three varieties together the cropping season can be extended by a 
further 2 ï 3 weeks.

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GREEN MANURES 

Green manures are very important for organic growing systems. Green manures should be sown 
whenever an area of ground is not being cultivated for shorter or longer time periods. It allows the soil 
to replenish itself, be thoroughly penetrated by plant roots and maintain and even improve its fertility: 

¶ Winter hardy species can prevent the leaching of nutrients during the dormant season.  
¶ Quick growing species help to repress weed growth. 
¶ Deep rooting species can help bring nutrients to the surface from deeper layers. 
¶ The legume family can fix nitrogen from the air with the help of nitrogen fixing bacteria and make it  
 available for succeeding crops.

March sowings come into flower by July, 
later sowings to the beginning of September produce good green manure and are killed off by the 
frost. October sowings germinate well and usually overwinter well. Germinates in the dark. 100 g ï 300 
g/a. 

D 110 Buchweizen (Buckwheat) 
Quick growing, ground covering, bee plant. Compact growth and relatively sturdy variety, killed off in 
the winter. Grows to 80 cm high. Quantity of seed: 600 g ï 800g/a. Sow till end of August. 

D 115 Ölrettich (Reset) (Fodder /Oil radish) NEW   
Green manure plant that cleanses soil of Nematodes. Very vigorous, strong roots. 250 g/a. 

D 120 Sonnenblume (Sunflower) 
Good green manure plant with a large green mass, can also be used as fresh fodder or as silage.  
Can be left standing over winter as cover for helpful insects. Sow till end of August, 400 - 500 g/a. 

D 200 Winterwicke (Zottelwicke) (Winter Vetch) 
Used primarily as an overwintering catch crop in the Landsberger Mixture. The winter vetch with its 
deep rooting habit, counts as one of the best winter catch crops for enriching the soil and imbuing it 
with readily available organic materials. Very good crop in preparation for leeks etc.

D 201 Sommerwicke (Summer Vetch) 
Small seeded, rapid growing green manure and protein rich fodder plant. Strong weed suppression 
with its large amount of green mass, strong root penetration, good soil structure, high level of nitrogen 
fixing. Not winter hardy. Sow 2 ï 5 cm deep; 1 ï 1.25 kg/a. 

D 202 Futtererbse (Livioletta) (Field Pea) NEW   

Quick growing green manure with large amount of green mass. Good weed suppression. Strong root 
penetration in the upper soil level. Small seeds hence smaller sowing quantity/ha. 1.3 g/a. 

D 220 Inkarnatklee (Crimson Clover) 
One cut variety for a winter catch crop. Its demand on the soil is minimal. It is quick growing and has a 
strongly ramified root system. Nitrogen fixer. 250 ï 300 g/a. 

D 221 Steinklee (gelb) (Sweet Clover, yellow) NEW   

Pioneer plant for hungry and compacted soils, biennial with a long much divided tap root, very good 
insect plant.

Thrives on all kinds of soil, 
especially those of lighter or medium texture. Sow 1 ï 2 cm deep; 180 ï 250 g/a. 

D 260 Süßlupine (Yellow lupin) 
Slow growing when young. Grows well on light to medium soil (18 ï 60 points). Deep root penetration, 
good nitrogen fixer, improves soil structure. Sow: 1.2 ï 1.5 kg/a. 

D 210 Alexandrinerklee (Egyptian Clover) 
Several cuts possible, suitable for one year clover grass ley, quick early development, rapid soil 
coverage, nitrogen fixer. Sow deep 1 ï 2 cm; 200 ï 300 g/a; Sow till end of July. 
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D 300 Seradella  
Seradella is a strongly growing legume for poor locations. Its early growth is slow, may be cut once, is 
not winter hardy and is a good preparation for heavy feeders. Grows at low temperatures well into the 
autumn and can withstand up to 5 degrees of frost.

Perennial, very frost hardy and undemanding green manure plant. Tillers strongly and forms a thick 
root mass, good as winter catch crop, grows quickly even during drought.

D 400 Wickroggen (Rye-Vetch mix)

K 38 Lavendel (Lavender) Lavandula officinalis 
Perennial, dwarf bush, 50 ï 80 cm high, best raised inside, prefers dry, lime rich, light places, also at 
altitude; Medicinal and scent plant; sow till mid February in greenhouse to raise young plants. 
Alternating temperatures help germination (20 ï 30 °C). Prick our, slow young plant development;

K 46 Dost, Wilder Majoran (Pot marjoram) Origanum vulgaris 
Perennial, Pizza seasoning, beautiful bee plant, use in tomato dishes, etc. Height: 60 ï 90 cm,  
direct sowing or box sowing possible, germinates in light, raise from February at 16 °C,  
outdoors in April.

Perennial up to 90cm high, likes rich fertile soil, not too dry 
and warm, loamy sand or sandy loam with a supply of humus and good structure, no waterlogging, 
avoid foggy lowlands; likes sun or half shade; direct sowing not recommended, protection needed in 
rough climates, pot cultivation recommended, germinates in light. Raise young plants from mid March, 
plant out early May, autumn planting until mid September. Young plants are frost sensitive;

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ANNUAL SUMMER FLOWERS 

B 110 Agrostemma githago (Corncockle) 
Wild form. Flowers violet red to purple, from June to September, 50 ï 80 cm high. Sow direct March to 
June. 

B 111 Amaranthus hypochondriacus (Red Amaranth, Prince of Wales Feather) 
Decorative border and container plant for sunny situations. Upright growth, reddish stems and leaf 
veins. The dark red flowers are most effective in groups among perennials or shrubs. Sow from April 
indoors and outdoors from mid May. Flowers from July to September. A cut flower which can be used 
fresh or dried. 

B 119 Antirrhinum majus (Snapdragon, tall mixture)  
New tall selection of the gently scented cottage garden favourite in many colours! Fine cut flower. 
Often perennial in protected positions. Height: 60cm. Sow under glass in March/April or directly 
outdoors in April/May. May be cut when 3 ï 5 of the lowest flowers have opened. Relatively slug 
resistant. 

B 119b Antirrhinum majus (Snapdragon, dwarf mixture) 
Colourful dwarf mixture. 30 cm high. Sow March/April, Cut when lowest 3 ï 5 flowers have opened. 
Relatively slug proof. 

B 122 Asarina scandens (Figwort, Creeping Snapdragon) 
Very pretty delicate climbing plant with deep violet flowers. Sow from March for planting out in May. 
Suitable for patio tubs. Needs support, can also hang down. Flowers from June to October. 

B 130 Calendula officinalis (Calendula, mixed) 
Mixture of yellow and orange shades, sow from March to August, flowers from June to October, 30 ï 
60 cm high, Generous flowering cut flower, medicinal plant. 

B 130a Calendula officinalis (Calendula, orange) 
Orange coloured, well filled flowers, flowering from June to October, grows around 60 cm tall. 
Generous flowering cut flower, medicinal plant. A selection with high flavonid content. TGW 4 ï13 g.  

B 135 Callistephus chinensis (Garden Aster) 
Many colours, flowers July to November, height 50 cm. Sow from March for planting out in May,  
5 g produces about 1000 plants. May be cut as soon as the flowers are properly open. Old cottage 
garden flower.  

B 136 Callistephus chinensis (Aster, double)  
Many colours, flowers July to November, height 50 cm. Sow from March for planting out in May. May 
be cut as soon as the flowers are properly open. Old cottage garden flower. 

B 145 Centaurea cyanus (Cornflower, blue) 
Blue flowers from June to September, 70cm tall. Sow March to June or August/September for over 
wintering. Good cut flower/bedding and border plant. TGW 4 g. Ready to cut as soon as topmost 
flowers open. 

B 146 Centaurea cyanus (Cornflower, mixed) 
In white, pink, blue and violet colours. Flowers from June to September, 70 cm, sow March to June or 
in September for the following year. Good cut flower / bedding and border plant. 

B 164 Chrysanthemum segetum (Corn Marigold) 
Yellow flowers from July to October, 30 ï 50 cm, Sow: From April directly outdoors. Good cut flower. 

B 164a Chrysanthemum carinatum (Annual Chrysanthemum, mixed colours) 
White, red, yellow and brown rings on the flowers, flowers from July to October, 30 ï 50 cm high.  
Sow: From April in open ground. Excellent cut flower, Ready as soon as flower head opens. 

B 175 Clarkia elegans (Clarkia) 
Summer flower; 40 ï 60 cm high. Flowers lilac to salmon pink, mainly strong pink shades. Border 
plant. Flowers June to September. Sow: Direct from April to end of May. 
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B 178 Cleome spinosa (Spider Flower) 
White, pink, Violet; ca. 1 m high; heat loving. Flowers July to September. Sow: April for planting out in 
May. Good as a single border specimen. The first flowers must be open before cutting.  

B 180 Convolvulus tricolor (Dwarf Convolvulus) 
Blue and white shades with a yellow eye; Strong expressive flowers from June to mid August, 30 cm 
high. Sow: March to May direct. Germinates in the light, cut flower. 

B 185 Coreopsis tinctoria (Coreopsis) 
Yellow to ochre cut flower. 50 ï 80 cm high. Sow: March/April; Germinates in light. The flowers must 
be well opened before cutting. 

B 190 Cosmos bipinnatus (Cosmos) 
Mauve, pink and white flowers, from June to November. 100 ï 150 cm high. Sow: April ï May.  
Old cottage garden variety and favourite cut flower. Ready when the first tip blossoms are out.  
Dead heading will considerably increase flowering time. Fur fine, scented wreaths. 

B 192 Cosmos sulphureus (Orange Cosmos) 
Brilliant orange. Flowers from June to August, ca. 40 ï 50 cm high. Sow: from April. 

B 199 Dahlia variabilis (Dahlia) 
Mixed colours red, orange, yellow, ca. 30 ï 40 cm high. Sow seeds under glass. Forms tubers, 
which can be planted out the following year if over wintered under frost free conditions. Flowers June 
to October. Very frost sensitive! 

B 200 Delphinium ajacis (Larkspur, mixed) 
White, blue and pink flowers from June to September. 50 ï 100 cm high. Sow: Early April to mid June, 
5 g produce 1000 plants. Cut when racemes have 6-8 0pen flowers. Also good for drying. 

B 201 Delphinium ajacis (Larkspur, blue) 
Primarily blue flowering selection from B 200. 

B 461 Echium vulgare (Vipers Bugloss)  NEW   

Lasting and abundant blue flowering plant; 30 ï 60 cm high. Very good insect pasture in dry situations. 
Sow direct in March or late summer for early flowers the following year. 

B 235 Eschscholtzia californica (Californian Poppy)  
Delicate poppy, with mainly yellow, orange and white flowers. Fine blue green, very decorative leaves. 
Flowers from May to September. Height 30 ï 50 cm. Sow: April to early June, 3 g produce 1000 
plants, also good for dry positions. Wonderful on turf roofs. 

B 260 Gilia capitata (Gilia, blue) 
Ball shaped, sky blue flowers from June to September. 30 ï 50 cm. Sow: From April, delicate, long 
lasting cut flower. Very attractive to insects especially butterflies. 

B 260a Gilia tricolor (Gilia, three colours) 
Good for mixed planting. Good companion to roses. Delicately formed summer flower with fine, violet 
blossoms with a dark eye. June to August, second flowering if dead headed, 20 cm high.  
Sow: From April, a feature plant for the window box. 

B 265 Godetia grandiflora (Godetia) 
Flowers range from mauve to salmon pink, occasionally white. Flowers July to September, 40 ï 60 cm 
high. Sow: March to May, 1/2 g produces 1000 plants. For sun or half shade, in beds and in pots. 
Good cut flower and old cottage garden flower. 

B 270 Gypsophila elegans (Soapwort, white) 
White, double flowers from July ï August, 40 ï 80 cm high. Possible to sow out directly. Successional 
sowing for flower arranging. Sow: From March to end of May. 1 g provides 1000 plants. Favourite 
flower for cutting and drying. 

B 275 Helianthus annuus (Sunflower "La Torre") 
Small multi flowered variety growing 2 m high; with pale yellow, yellow and red flowers. Suitable for 
cutting. Sow until early July. 

B 277 Helianthus annuus (Sunflower "Velvet Queen") 
A special sight in the farmer's garden: Many glorious, satin red-brown and edible flowers! Valuable bee 
plant. Sow under glass late April and May or outside in May and June. 
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B 596 Helianthus annuus (Sunflower "Sunspot")  NEW   

Low growing, non branching sun flower. Ca. 40 ï 50 cm high. Brilliant flowers with a green centre and 
large yellow flower sepals. Good for tubs and pots, also for cutting. Sow from April to early July.  

B 278 Helianthus debilis (Branching Sunflower) 
A strongly branching plant with many dark centred yellow flowers. Good flower for cutting or drying. 
Regular cutting encourages more flowers. Valuable bee plant. Sow indoors end of April and May, 
outside in May and June. 

B 279 Helichrysum bracteatum (Everlasting Flower) 
Mixed colours. 3 ï 5 g produce 1000 plants. Ca. 30 ï 40 cm high. Sow indoors from April. Sow direct 
from May, Flowers July to September. Cut as soon as to or three rows of petals have opened. Flower 
for drying. 

B 280 Helichrysum bracteatum monstr (Tall Straw Flower) 
Mixed colours; 3 ï 5 g produce 1000 plants. Ca. 80 ï 100 cm high. Sow indoors from April. Sow direct 
from May. Flowers July to September. Flower for drying. 

B 285 Helipterum roseum (Helipterum) 
Colour pink to white, flowers July and August, height 40 ï 50cm. Sow April in a pot, 5 g produces 1000 
plants. Plant outside from May 25 x 25 cm apart. Flower for drying. 

B 296 Iberis umbellata (Candytuft) 
Mainly lilac coloured flower heads in July and August. Height about 25 cm. Raise indoors from April 
and plant out 30 x 30 cm apart or sow direct in May. Protect seedlings from flea beetle. Cut flower. 

B 300 Ipomoea rubro-coerulea (Morning Glory) 
Spectacular climber with large, mainly blue-violet flowers from July till September, 2 ï 5 m high,  
sow indoors March and April for planting out in May. Hardy variety for our climate, good screen plant. 
100 g produce 1000 plants. 

B 310 Lathyrus odoratus (Everlasting Pea) 
Free flowering climbing plant,producing garden colour from June to August. Height around 2 m.  
Sow direct in April, not too shallow. 150 g produce 1000 plants. Fine scented cut flower. Ready when 
lowest flowers are completely open. Stand in very little water. Old cottage garden plant. 

B 315 Lavatera trimestris (Annual Mallow) 
Branching bush with pink mallow flowers, flowers June to September, height 50 cm. Sow where it is to 
flower, April to June. Relatively slug resistant. Cut when 1 or 2 flowers on each stem are open. 
Coloured buds will open in the vase. 

B 321 Leonorus sibericus (Siberian Motherwort) 
Annual plant growing to 1.5 m with four cornered branching stems and fine feathery, dark green 
leaves. Pink to purple coloured, whorl shaped, lipped flowers. Bee plant producing nectar for all kinds 
of bees and butterflies, flower for cutting and for flower borders. Likes a sunny position. Sow direct 
April to June. Takes 2 ï 3 weeks to germinate; flowers July till October.  

B 330 Linaria maroccaria (Maroccan Flax) 
Magical range of colours from red and violet through to yellow and white. Delicate, many flowered, 
snapdragon like flowers from June to August. Height 40 cm; sow April to June where they are to 
flower, tiny seeds which should be sown shallow and thinly. Fine cut flower. Relatively slug proof. 

B 335 Linum grandiflorum (Red Flax) 
Shining, silky red flowers from June to September, 40 ï 50 cm high, free flowering. Sow April to July. 
Relatively slug proof.  

B 343 Malope trifida (Mallow Wort) 
60 ï 100 cm high; wonderful purple coloured flowers, free and long flowering; Flowers up to 8 cm in 
diameter. Good cut flower. Sow end March to May in open ground. 

B 345 Matricaria chamomilla (Chamomile "Alemania") 
Medicinal plant used for biodynamic preparations. Sow August or April. Flowers May to September, 
height 10 ï 50 cm. Germinates in the light (roll after sowing); TGW 0.04 g. 
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B 348 Nemesia strumosa (Nemesia) 
Colourful, free flowering bush with a brilliant colour display lasting many weeks of summer between 
June and October; 20 ï 30 cm high. Also good for patio planting. Likes a poor soil with lots of sun and 
air. Sow March / April for planting out in May. Sow in nutrient poor soil, keep temperature below 16 °C 
for germination. 

B 350 Nigella damascena (Love-in-the-mist) 
Summer flower with blue, also pink and white flowers from June to September. Height 40 ï 50 cm,  
Sow direct March to May or September. Ready for cutting when first flower on a shoot has fully 
developed. Seed heads can be used for dried flower arrangements. Relatively slug proof.  

B 369 Papaver rhoeas (Field Poppy) 
Summer flower with brilliant red blooms. Height 50 ï 60 cm, sow March to May, good cut flower.  
Cut when in bud. Seed heads can be used for dried flower arranging. Relatively slug proof.  

B 371 Papaver rhoeas (Poppy, white & red) 
Red, white and pink coloured mix, large flowered poppy, flowers throughout the summer, 60 ï 80 cm 
high. Sow direct. When cut the upright buds can be observed opening in the vase. The ornamental 
seed heads can be used in dry flower arrangements. Relatively slug proof.  

B 390 Reseda odorata (Mignonette) 
Scented bee flower with unassuming yellow/green/red flowers on upstanding pyramidal flower heads. 
Flowers June to to September. Sow March in boxes; from April outdoors. Height 20 ï 30 cm. 

B 395 Rudbeckia hirta (Black Eyed Susan) 
Late summer cut flower, grouped in borders; golden yellow flowers, 80 cm high. Sow March/April for 
planting out in May. 2 g produce 1000 plants. Cut flower. Flowers July to October. Ready for cutting 
when flower heads are well opened. 

B 399a Salvia viridis (Clary) 
Pretty pink and violet upper leaves from June to October, height 30 cm ï 50 cm, sow direct from April, 
cut flower. Flowers repeatedly when cut frequently. Relatively slug proof. 

B 400 Scabiosa atropurpurea (Sweet Scabious) 
Summer cut flower, about 90cm high; beautiful mixed colours ï purple, pink and white. Raise in boxes 
March/April; sow direct end April. Flowers from July to November. For cutting the flower heads should 
be half opened and well coloured. 

B 401 Silene vulgaris (Campion) 
Low creeping plant with bright purple coloured flowers in May to July / August. Sow from March in 
open ground.  

B 415 Tagetes tenuifolia (French Marigold) 
Ornamental, yellow flower heads from May to November; 5 g produce 1000 plants; sow March/April for 
planting out in May. Height 30 ï 40 cm. 

B 415a Tagetes tenuifolia blanding (French Marigold, mixed) 
Small flowered Tagetes, rich range of colours from lemon yellow to to orange and rust brown with 
many variations. 30 ï 40 cm high, very good cut flower, border plant with very aromatic scent. 

B 415b Tithonia rotundifolia (Mexican Sunflower) 
Very decorative, up to 1.6 m high plant with brilliant large orange coloured leaves. Enjoys a warm, 
sunny position and good soil. Good for cutting. Sow March to April in pots, prick out later and plant 
outside when all danger of frost is past. 

B 416 Trigonella coerulea (Blue Fenugreek) 
Blue flowering. Likes a sunny position. Grows to 40 cm. Rich seasoning herb for potato dishes, bread, 
quark and cheese. Sow from mid April. Light feeder as a legume.  

B 417 Tropaeolum majus (Nasturtium, trailing) 
Trailing mix; single flowers in differing shades of yellow, orange and red. The leaves and flowers are 
edible ï they have a mustardy cress-like taste and provide a pretty culinary addition to any salad. 
Planted at the foot of fruit trees they help keep aphids away. Attract bees. Also a cut flower.  
The young, green fruit pods can be pickled in vinegar in the place of capers. 200 g produce 1000 
plants. Sow March/April in pots or outdoors at the end of April. Flowers from June to the first frost. 
Advice: For better germination refrigerate at 5 °C for 5 days prior to sowing. 
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B 418 Tropaeolum majus (Nasturtium, dwarf) 
As B 417, but not trailing. Hence good in a pot or tub on the patio. 

B 455 Xeranthemum annuum (Xeranthemum) 
Delicate purple and white flowers; for drying or cutting, beautiful too in the rockery. 30 ï 60 cm high. 
Sow direct from April to May. Flowers from July to September. For drying cut as soon as the flowers 
open. Hang upside down to dry in a cool airy place. 

B 460 Zinnia angustifolia (Dwarf Zinnia) 
Free flowering with yellow-brown colour tones, around 40 cm high. Raise seedlings in a heated 
propagator, plant out at the end of May. For borders and for cutting. Flowers from June to October. 
Ready for picking once the stamens in the centre of the flower are fully formed. Keeps longer in the 
vase than most zinnias. 

 

BIENNIAL (OR PERENNIAL) SUMMER FLOWERS 

B 140 Campanula medium (Bell Flower) 
A mixture of pale violet and white flowers in June ï July, height 70 cm. Sow May to July, 1 g produces 
1000 plants. Long lasting cut flower. Ready for cutting when when the flowers are well developed and 
coloured but not yet open.  

B 157 Cheiranthus cheiri (Wallflower) 
Yellow to brown-red; 5 g produce 1000 plants. Flowers May to June; about 90 cm high; Sow July for 
later planting spaced 25 x 25 cm 

B 210 Dianthus barbatus (Sweet William) 
Free flowering mixed colours, flowers June ï July, height 50 ï 60 cm, Sow April to July; 2 g produce 
1000 plants. Plant in good time 30 x 30 cm apart. Cut as soon as the first flowers are open. 

B 399 Salvia sclarea (Clary Sage) 
Pink flowering; scented plant. Sow march/April. Height 80 to 120 cm. Strong spicy aroma. Used to be 
cultivated in vineyards as a medicinal and seasoning plant. 

B 420 Verbascum densiflorum (Verbascum) 
Architectural plant; 160 ï 200 cm high. Flowers lemon yellow with a dark centre. Sow spring or 
autumn. 

B 422 Viola tricolor (Small Flowered Pansy) 
Small flowered pansy, Purple-yellow-white. Sow June/July for later planting. 
 

PERENNIALS 

B 117 Althaea rosea (Marsh Mallow) 
Sensational mixture up to 200 cm high. Flowers July to September. Sow until end of May (germination 
may take 20 ï 30 days). Old cottage garden flower for cutting or growing as a specimen plant. Cut 
back in winter. 

B 120 Arnica montana (Arnica) 
Golden yellow flowers from May to August, old medicinal plant. Sow February to April; needs acidic 
humus rich soil. TGW 1.4 g. 

B 290 Hypericum perforatum (St John's wort) 
Yellow flowering medicinal plant. Flowers June/July. Height 50 ï 100 cm.Sow April to June for summer 
planting. Can be grown as a perennial. Selected to be tolerant to red wilt fungus. TGW 0.1 g. 

B 419 Valeriana officinalis (Valerian) 
Medicinal and preparation plant; up to 1.5 m high; likes half shade. Sow March to June; sowing from 
mid July for planting out at end of August also possible, or sow direct in August. Germinates in the 
light. Plant 100 x 40 cm between plants. 
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SUMMER FLOWER MIXTURES 

B 558 Sommerstrauss 
Tall growing summer flowers, specially chosen for picking (ca. 80 ï 110 cm). Contains enough for 1 
square metre. Sow very thinly. The mixture contains pink and white spider plant (B178), Cleome 
spinosa, cornflower mixed (B 146), cosmos pink and white, tall cosmos (B190), larkspur (B 200), 
soapwort (B 270) Red flax (B 335, Linum grandiflorum), Field poppy (B 371, Papaver rhoeas), 
Scabious, (B 400, Scabiosa atropurpurea) and various grasses (changes possible) 

B 560 Bauerngarten 
Traditional tall cottage garden plants (ca 80cm ï 110cm). Content is enough for 1 square metre. Sow 
very thinly. The mixture contains: Cosmea, pink/white (B 190, Cosmos bipinnatus), cornflower, blue  
(B 145, Centaurea cyanus), Coreopsis yellow/ brownish red (B 185, Coreopsis tinctoria), Marsh 
mallow, pink (B 315, Lavatera trimestris), Rudbeckia, yellow (B 395, Rudbeckia hirta), corncockle 
purple (B 110, Agrostemma githago), corn marigold (B 164, Chrysanthemum segetum), Phacelia blue 
(D 10, Phacelia tanacetifolia), Dill (K 22, Anethum graveolens), as well as millet and sorghum. 
(changes possible). 

B 562 Elfengarten 
A medium tall mixture of ornamental summer flowers. Contains enough for 1 square metre. Sow very 
thinly. The mixture contains Californian poppy (B 235, Eschscholtzia californica), clarkia, (B 175, 
Clarkia elegans), Cosmea orange (B 192, Cosmos suphureus), chamomile (B 345, Matricaria 
chamomilla), clary, lilac/pink, (B 399a, Salvia viridis) soapwort, (B 270, Gypsophila elegans), love-in-
the-mist, blue/pink/white (B 350, Nigella damascena), Gilia, blue (B 260, Gilia capitata) and greater 
quaking grass. (changes possible). 

B 564 Farbenzauber 
A multicoloured mixture of low growing ornamental summer flowers (30 ï 60cm). Contains enough for 
1 square metre. Sow very thinly. The mixture contains: Californian poppy, (B 235, Eschscholtzia 
californica), Gilia, violet (B 260a, Gilia tricolor), Moroccan flax, mixed (B 330, Linaria maroccaria), 
annual candytuft, lilac (B 296, Iberis umbellata), night scented stock, (B 390 Reseda odorata), clary, 
lilac/pink, (B 399a, Salvia viridis), blue fenugreek (B 416, Trigonella coerulea), also oval sedge  
(Carex leporina) and greater quaking grass (Briza maxima). (changes possible). 

B 566 Sommerpracht 
The mixture also contains low growing but stronger summer flowers of about 30 ï 50 cm in height. 
Content is enough for one square metre. Sow very thinly. The mix contains: Clarkia, pink (B 175, 
Clarkia elegans), Californian poppy,(B 235, Eschscholtzia californica), Campion, pink/white (B 401, 
Silene vulgaris), Godetia, pink (B 265, Godetia grandiflora), Dwarf convolvulus, blue/white/yellow  
(B 180 Convolvulus tricolor), Gillia, blue (B 260, Gilia capitata). (Changes possible). 

B 568 Bienenweide (Bee pasture) 
Composed of herbal, aromatic and flowering plant seeds. A good pasture for honey bees, bumble 
bees, butterflies etc. Perfect for small spaces and garden flower islands, for sunny and half shaded 
sites. No particular soil requirements. The mixture contains: Buckwheat, cornflower, calendula, borage, 
dill and phacelia. 

B 570 Essbare Blüten (Edible flowers) 
This mixture contains calendula, borage and courgette, each packed separately. These flowers 
provide a feast for the eyes and for bees and all are edible. Courgettes need a lot of space (ca. 1 m² 
per plant). Calendula and borage can grow happily together on one bed. For sowing, 20 ï 30 seeds 
are planted per row about 2 cm deep and later thinned to 15 ï 20 plants per m². Only available in set 
portions. 

D 490 Blühstreifenmischung / Insektenbüffet (Mix for flowering strips, bee buffet) 
Annual mix of inexpensive seeds for flowering strips to attract insects, especially for market gardens. 
(Contains: Buckwheat, phacelia, sunflower, borage, lupin, Egyptian Clover, Persian clover, summer 
vetch, serradella, motherwort, dill, Mauritanian mallow). Subject to possible changes. A mixture without 
any Cruciferae. Legumes provide nitrogen enrichment and are a good crop preparation.  
Quick growing varieties cover the soil rapidly and so control weeds.  
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WILD FLOWER MIXTURES 

The wild flowers are native varieties which have been grown according to Demeter and Bio-Suisse 
production standards (which accord with the EU Organic Regulation). The mixtures can either be sown 
on their own or used for undersowing. When sown on their own the soil should be dug over, raked to a 
fine tilth and sown broadcast. The seed should be firmed into place (for example using a board), but 
not covered. The seed comes combined with rock dust so as to make sowing easier. The seed bed 
should not be allowed to dry out. Wild flower mixtures are only available as a pack. A full variety listing 
is given on the packet. 

Cultural note: The mixtures are perennial and many wild plants are slow to germinate ï this allows 
local weeds to develop. The plants should be lightly mown in the first year. In the second and third 
year the sown mix should then reveal itself in all its glory. 

B 601 Wild flowers for dry positions 
Sow from March to October, don't allow to dry out. Quantity of seed 0.3 g/m². The mixture is cut once 
or twice per year (in June/July and possibly September/October). Contains 34 different wild flowers 
including, scabious, hare bells, cowslips and others. One portion is enough for 5 m². 

B 602 Flowers for shade 
Can be sown from March at the rate of 0.3 g/m². Contains 30 different wild flowers such as cuckoo 
flower, wood anemone, oxlip, wild garlic etc. One portion is enough for 5 m². 

B 603 Flowers for butterflies 
Can be sown from March to October at the rate of 0.3 g/m². The mixture should be cut once or twice a 
year (June/July and possibly September/October). Consists of 28 wild flowers including meadow sage, 
viper's bugloss and large flowered verbascum One portion is sufficient for 5 m².
